These amazing readers enjoyed making their own ice cream sundaes. The staff selected Jennifer Gregson as the winner of the Above and Beyond Call of Duty (ABCD) Award for the third six-weeks. The fifth and sixth grade students had a great time at the Valentine’s social. Today teachers work in Horizontal Teams to plan instruction for the next six-weeks. 

Charles Boyce, Principal at the Onalaska Junior-Senior High School, reported the following: Enrollment is 394 students, with attendance at 95.16%; Our CX Debate Team placed 1st in District Competition and will advance to the State Finals on March 14th. This is the first time in school history we have ever had a CX Debate Team. We had a very successful Instructional Planning Day for teachers today, where teachers received in-depth training on the AR Program, TAKS Testing preparation, and Eduphoria. STUCO held a successful Homecoming Dance on Jan 28th. It was well attended. The 6th Annual JROTC Military Ball was Feb. 12th. The OJSH Theater Arts Department put on their production of “Bye, Bye, Birdie” on Feb. 17-18th. Mock TAKS Testing starts for our 8th grade ELA and Math tomorrow and will continue through April 5th, as part of our attempts to improve TAKS scores. 4th 6-weeks report cards will be going out next week. Grades 7, 9, 10th and EXIT Level TAKS test will be on March 1st.
